What's Happening at the Farm...

The renovations are
mostly completed at the
farm (minus running water
and some cosmetic re-
pairs). It is prepared
enough for our first volun-
teers, who will be arriving
on the 5th of March from
the U.K. viathe organiza-
tion Frontier.

Our first volunteer will
be Fiona Meredith. She
will be assisting us with our
safety videos which will be
filmed through a coopera-
tive partnership with
Church World Service.
Planting has started in the
farm gardens with 25 avo-
cado trees, 15 lemon trees,

tomatoes, carrots, beans,
onions, and cabbage for
consumption at the school.
Girls club continues with
more than 50 girls 3 days
per week. Safety school is
also receiving nearly 60 chil-
dren weekly for half day
safety classes.

Before our safety classes
most of the children
had nothing to do
except sit and play
at home. We are
proud that they
now have aplace
where they canin-
teract and learn
skillsthat will im-
prove their lives.
